The clinics

This section is the guide to all
the clinics licensed by the
HFEA. Each clinic offers different
services and these pages will
enable you to find those that can
help you. While the information in
this guide will be useful for anyone
considering fertility treatment, if
you are thinking of going abroad
for treatment, please note that the
HFEA only regulates clinics in the
UK. Standards and practices abroad
may differ quite dramatically. For
more advice, please see the HFEA
website (www.hfea.gov.uk).

The national statistics (p54)
provide an indication, based on the
previous experiences of other peo-
ple treated in the UK, of your over-
all chances of success when going
through treatments. It is important
to keep in mind that each person
is different; your chances of suc-
cess depend on a great many fac-
tors, and you may become pregnant
with more or less treatment cycles
than the national average.

Many people prefer to be treated
at a clinic near where they live. The
map (p58) shows where clinics in
the UK are located, helping you to
identify those nearest to you. Full
details of each clinic are provided
later in this section (from p68), with
clinics grouped in the geographic
regions shown on the map. The
clinics are then listed alphabetical-
ly by clinic name within that region.
This is so that you can compare
the services and details of your
nearest clinics.

The At-a-glance guide (p60)
provides a useful summary of
clinics activities and the services
provided. Not all clinics, for example,
offer IVF or DI, and if you re looking
for something specific, such as
genetic testing, this is the easiest
way to find a suitable centre.

Other clinics on p64 shows
clinics which provide specialist
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facilities, such as storage clinics
which only store sperm. This may
be for patients undergoing fertility
treatment, donors or cancer
patients. Some specialist clinics
offer facilities for those with viral
infections, which are also listed, as
are satellite and transport clinics.
Satellite and transport clinics do
not provide treatment, but they
may be useful to you in providing
ongoing tests or sample collection,
and donor insemination treatment.

The individual clinic pages
(from p68) are listed alphabetically
by clinic name within the geo-
graphic regions shown on the
national map. These pages give
contact details for the clinics and
information about the services they
provide. We also include charts
showing the number of patients
they treat and the outcomes of
those treatments. These are divid-
ed into different age groups to give
an idea of their success rates
across a range of cases and cir-
cumstances, with the option of
finding a clinic with a track record
in treating patients in similar cir-
cumstances to your own. Please
note that each clinic can see a
wide mix of patients of different
ages. There are a variety of factors
that affect infertility and treatment
outcome, and some cases are
more complex than others. This
should be borne in mind when
comparing clinic performances.

There is a fold-out guide on the
back cover of this Guide with more
information about how to read the
figures and charts provided on the
clinic pages, plus a list of useful
questions that you may wish to ask
a clinic when you visit.

There is further statistical infor-
mation on the HFEA website
(www.hfea.gov.uk), which allows
you to search for clinics according
to your own criteria, such as the
treatment you are looking for.

VF summary statistics

The national statistics provide an indication, based on the previous experiences of other people
treated in the UK, of your overall chances of success when going through treatments. It is
important to keep in mind the fact that each person is different — your chances of success
depend upon a great many factors and you may become pregnant with more or less treatment

cycles than the national averages.

These charts show: the national averages for successful IVF treatment across different age
groups; the different types of infertility diagnosed by clinics; the types of IVF procedures
used; and the likelihood of multiple births for people having IVF treatment. The data on which
these charts are based relates to treatments which took place between 1 April 2002 and 31

March 2003.

DO IVF SUCCESS RATES DIFFER WITH THE AGES OF WOMEN WHO HAVE HAD IVF?
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(Data relates to treatments taking place during the period
between 1 April 2002 and 31 March 2003)

The chart above relates to all licensed treatments throughout the
UK involving fresh embryos where patients received fertility
drugs and used their own eggs. It shows two important pieces
of information.

Firstly, each vertical bar represents the percentage of people
receiving treatment (from the total number) at a given age. The
distribution curve is fairly symmetrical, with the most common
age for a patient receiving treatment being 35. Where there are
large numbers of patients receiving treatment at a certain age,
more confidence is attached to the accuracy of the live birth rate
figure. Conversely, where there are fewer numbers of patients
receiving treatment at a given age (such as those below 26 or above
42 years), less confidence is attached to the live birth rate figure.
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| Proportion of cycles at age — Live birth rate

Live birth rates for patients younger than 22 years and older than
45 years have not been included because these would not be
statistically accurate owing to the very small numbers of patients
receiving treatment in these age groups. (A live birth event is
where one or more live children are born as a result of a single
treatment cycle and the live birth rate in the above graph is found
by dividing the number of live birth events by the number of
treatment cycles started.)

Secondly, the chart also shows a relatively consistent live birth
rate for patients aged up to 35 years and then a steady decline
with age. Patient age is the major factor that influences the suc-
cessful outcome of IVF treatment for patients using fresh
embryos created from their own eggs.

The chart above shows the causes of infertility by percentage for all
couples going through licensed IVF treatment. It can be seen that
male factor is the most commonly recorded type, representing
nearly a third of all instances recorded. Although “unexplained”
is the next highest category, “multiple factors” represent another
significant proportion.

It is worth noting that although the categories listed in the chart are
commonly used, some clinics may diagnose and categorise patients
differently. A glossary of the terms used follows:-

@ Male factor - refers to a low sperm count or abnormal sperm
which would typically make it difficult for the sperm to fertilise an egg

@ Unexplained - is where a specific problem could not be found
for either the man or the woman

The chart above shows that in the vast majority of licensed IVF
treatments, patients use their own fresh eggs and embryos. Live
birth rates for fresh eggs are consistently higher than those for
frozen eggs or embryos. Typically, fresh embryos are used in the
first treatment cycle whilst any remaining embryos may be

frozen and used in subsequent treatments.

While egg donation offers an effective treatment for certain
types of infertility (such as premature ovarian failure), donated
eggs are only used in a small percentage of IVF treatments
overall.



USING IVF, WHAT IS THE RISK OF DELIVERING TWINS, TRIPLETS OR MORE?

There is a direct correlation between the number of embryos
replaced and the likelihood of a multiple pregnancy. Multiple
pregnancy is associated with a range of complications, including
miscarriage, early delivery and long term handicap. Delivery of a
single baby is therefore the optimal outcome for most people.

The percentage of multiple births is reducing each year with over
three-quarters of all births resulting from licensed HFEA treat-
ments being singletons. However, the number of twins and

triplets born as a result of IVF is still high compared with multiple
births from spontaneous pregnancies.

(Please note that this data records birth rates from treatments
taking place before an amendment to the HFEA Code of
Practice, published in January 2004. The Code now states that
no more than two embryos should be transferred in any one
treatment cycle for women under 40, and no more than three
embryos in a cycle for women aged 40 or over.)

These pages provide information about
clinics which offer specific facilities for
infertility treatment.

The clinics that have facilities for patients
with viral infections are those offering sperm
washing, DI/GIFT or storage for people with
HIV, Hepatitis or other viral infections. The
satellite and transport clinics are clinics which

provide early stages of infertility treatment

with the later stages of treatment being
carried out at a main hospital or clinic. This

means that you may be able to have some
parts of the treatment at a clinic closer to
your home. The storage clinics are sperm
banks which store sperm but do not offer any
form of treatment.
